Steve Randle from Randwick also praised the scheme saying: "After breaking up with my wife I hardly saw my youngest boy Tom. When I did, I found it generally to be a huge inconvenience. There was the football to go to, the hangover to recover from and then there is the issue of having so many sports channels on cable television. There simply wasn’t any time for Tom. 

“Now when he needs someone to talk to or wants to know he's loved, instead of me faking, I can just get Vishnu to do it. Outsourcing has always had huge advantages for me. Last year I outsourced my new girl friend to India as well and I’ve never looked back.”
